No application
will be considered after that. Each scholarship is granted in the amount of $250.00 and can be used by each
winner as he or she chooses.

The Krista Watt Scholarship is intended to encourage graduating students who intend to start a business. This
award is not determined by class grades, but by the quality of the application project, the “Here’s Where I'm
Headed” statement, and the in-person interview.

1. Applicants must write a brief (500 words) statement on the theme: “Here’s where I'm Headed”. The
statement must give an idea of where you want to be in the year 2021. What will be your
occupation? Are your married? Children? Location? How much money do you produce? Are you
self-employed or working for someone else? What is the source of your income? What job skills do
you have, and what skills do you need? How will you acquire the skills you need?

2. Applicants for this scholarship must also submit an application project in the form of a written
business plan. Formats and suggestions for basic business plans can be found online at The Small
Business Administration. The business plan should not exceed 15 pages.

The James Housel Scholarship is intended to encourage graduating students who intend to pursue a career in the
arts. This includes

both performing arts and visual arts including writing, acting, musical performance; or, drawing, painting, sculpt-
ing.

1. Applicants must write a brief (500 words) statement on the theme: “Here’s where I’'m Headed”. The
statement must give an an idea of where you want to be in the year 2021. What will be your occupation?
Are your married? Children? Location? How much money do you produce? Are you self-employed or
working for someone else? What is the source of your income? What job skills do you have, and what
skills do you need? How will you acquire the skills you need?

2. Applicants for this scholarship must also submit an application project in the form of a visual
demonstration of their performing or visual art (video, photos, audio-visual CD or DVD).
Demonstration must not exceed 15 minutes.
